We had hoped that like my Mom's cat, Frankie 

would rebound and live a few more years in comfort,

On Wednesday the 27th Frankie laid in my lap and 

told me in his way that it was ok, he would be better 

off with God, he knew what I had to do and it was ok.  

At 2:04 pm, in the back seat of my truck Dr. Porter 

took away his pain, she set him free.
